


Explanatory Notes to the Reporting Format for the OSPAR Fishing for Litter Datastream

(Agreement 2016-03)
Source: EIHA 16/10/01, Annex 8)

When filling in the reporting format, Contracting Parties are kindly requested to adhere to the following terminology:
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]“Year” – year that the reported data applies to;
2. “Country” –  name of the Contracting Party the reported data applies to; 
3. “Harbour” – name of the harbour where litter has been collected;
4. The “Latitude” and “Longitude” of the Harbour should be completed by providing, separately, the decimal degrees of latitude and longitude. If the information on longitude and latitude are only available in a different format such as 55°15’24’’ N or 55°15.4’ N, they are to be converted to decimal degrees (55,25667) prior to submission, as follows:

Contracting Parties are to use the World Geodetic System 1984 (WGS84). The WGS84 co-ordinates should be given without any projection (e.g. without projection UTM). 
5. “Number of vessels” – the number of vessels that have dropped-off litter;
6. “Weight of waste” –  the weight of litter deposited at each harbour in Tonnes;
7. “Notes” – any additional information should be entered here. 
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
